Proud of who we are

At Seaton Primary, together we nurture an inclusive, child-centred school experience. Our ambitious and inspiring curriculum enables all pupils to succeed; children fulfil their potential and thrive in their next steps and beyond. We embrace the richness of our local environment and community to inspire, empower and create a sense of belonging. We are proud of who we are and what we achieve together.
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School jumpers and book bags can be purchased from the school via parent mail and collected at the school office. 
Pre-loved uniform is available from the school. Please drop into the school office or talk to a member. 
Uniform items 
Red or white polo shirt (with or without school logo) or white shirt
Red sweatshirt or cardigan (with or without school logo) 
Grey or black skirt, grey pinafore, grey or black trousers or grey or black school shorts 
Summer dresses (red check only) 
Sensible, flat school shoes or dark trainers, where the majority of the trainer is black, dark grey or navy. Small amounts of other colours may be visible. High-top trainers and brightly coloured trainers are not permitted.

Sensible flat school shoes or dark trainers e.g. majority of the trainer is black, dark grey or navy blue and other colours cab be visible- no high top trainers or brightly coloured trainers [image: ]

Black shorts/leggings/jogging bottoms 
Plain red t-shirt School sweatshirt logo 

Plimsolls/trainers (no astro-style trainers or football boots) - no astro style trainers & no football boots for PE
Red sweatshirt (with or without logo) 
Hair at or below shoulder length to be tied up
It is essential that all items of clothing are marked clearly with the child's name.


Swimming
We ask that all children bring in their own swimming kit which should include: swimwear, towel or drying robe and optional goggles.
Suitable swimming wear consists of: 
· Aa one pieceone-piece swimming costume/suit or , one pieceone-piece swimming dress
· , Sswimming shorts, swimming trunks or a wetsuit. 
· Any of these could be accompanied with a rash vest. 
If a child arrives at a swimming lesson without a swimming kit, the school will offer the child a school swimming kit to borrow for the lesson. When this is done, the child will be given at least two swimming kits to choose from and try on. An adult will ask the child whether the kit they have chosen fits and check that the child feels comfortable in the borrowed kit before they swim. If they do not feel comfortable wearing the kit, they won't swim in that session.  
If kit is borrowed, we ask that it is washed and dried and returned within 48 hours. 
Children are to tie up their hair for swimming lessons, if it is possible to tie it up.  - all long hair must be tied up.
If a child arrives at a swimming lesson without a swimming kit, the school may offer the child a school swimming kit to borrow for the lesson. If the child wishes to borrow a kit in order to participate, they will be given at least two swimming kits to choose from and try on. An adult will ask the child whether the kit they have chosen fits and will check that the child feels comfortable wearing the borrowed kit before they swim. Children will not be expected to swim if they indicate at any point that they do not wish to wear a borrowed swimming kit. Parents/carers may withdraw consent for their child to be offered a spare swimming kit at any time by contacting the school if they have any concerns.
It is essential that all items of clothing and kit coming into school are clearly labelled with the child’s name. 
Spare Clothing and Kit (Suggested wording)
From time to time, a child may need to borrow spare school clothing during the school day (for example, if clothing becomes wet or soiled following an accident, or if essential kit has been forgotten). Where possible, the school will provide suitable spare items to support the child’s comfort, dignity and wellbeing.
Children will be supported sensitively, and staff will take account of the child’s comfort when offering spare clothing. Parents/carers will be informed when spare clothing has been provided. 
Where appropriate, parental consent arrangements will be communicated clearly to families through the school’s usual communication channels. 
If any kit or spare uniform is borrowed, we ask that it is washed, dried and returned within 48 hours. 

Jewellery (Revised wording)
For safety reasons, we discourage children from wearing jewellery in school and do not allow rings.
We encourage children not to wear necklaces in school; however, we recognise that some children wear a necklace that is special or holds personal significance. In these cases, children may wear one simple necklace, worn under their t-shirt or sweatshirt/cardigan. Any necklace worn must be removed for physical activity, including PE, swimming, forest school and sporting games at break or lunchtime.
Children may wear one bracelet, which must be removed for physical activity (PE, forest school and swimming). Children must be able to put their own bracelet on and take it off independently.
Children with pierced ears must wear studs only, for safety reasons. If a child wears jewellery that does not meet the requirements of the school uniform policy, they will be asked to remove it.
Jewellery
We encourage children to not wear jewellery in school for safety purposes and do not allow rings.
We encourage children not to wear necklaces in school, however, we understand that some children wear a necklace that is special or holds significance for them. Children can wear one simple necklace worn under their t-shirt or sweatshirt/cardigan. The necklace, if worn, must be taken off for physical activity (PE, swimming, forest school, sporting games at break or lunch).
Children can wear only one bracelet on their wrist, which must be removed for physical activity (PE, forest school, swimming) and the child must be able to put their own bracelet on and off. 
Children who have pierced ears must only wear studs for safety reasons. If a child wears jewellery that isn’t in line with the school uniform policy, they will be asked to remove it. 
Fitness watches 
Normal school rules for PE are that watches should be removed before the lesson. However, as the watches are used to measure fitness, we appreciate that the children will want to wear them. 
For most physical activities, it will be safe for them to be worn. However, for some outdoor games it will not be suitable; teachers will advise the children when to remove them. Fitness watches, that only monitor fitness and do not have the facility to make or receive messages or calls are allowed to be worn from Year 4 upwards.
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
